5He 
went to be registered with Mary, to whom he was engaged and who was expecting 
a child. 6While they were there, the time came for her to deliver her child. 7And she 
gave birth to her firstborn son and wrapped him in bands of cloth, and laid him in a 
manger, because there was no place for them in the inn.

Glory to you, God, for the multitude of the heavenly host. We rejoice in the zeal of 
all your saints (especially) who have witnessed the appearing of your grace, and 
who reveal to us your salvation for all.

Abide with us, O God of mercy, and receive our prayers according to your 
abundant grace.
